Upfront

On August 29, 2003, a Category 5
hmicane approached the Gulf Coast
of the United States clocking winds
up to 135 mph. Too few heedad the
evacuation alert, and many found
they were umable to leave. When
Inuricane Katrina blasted ashore, it
left behind a devastating storm surge
in Missizsippi and levee breaks m
New Orleans. Because local, state
and federal agencies were over-
whelmed, underprepared, and in
some casas, pootly led, that natural
disaster became a complex hnmani-
tanian emergency (CHE).

The world watched, horrified.
Paople with disabilities, elders and
medically fragile individuals were
left behind, overlooked and mis-
treated. In fact, mdividuals with
mobility, sensory, cognitive, psychi-
atrie, language and speech impair-
ments, the very young, the elderhy
and those with medical conditions
have always suffered encrmously
during natural and human-imposed
disasters, waiting to be evacuated
or rescued, not hearing alerts, not
able to call for halp, unable to mova,
separated from caregivers or simply
ignored or forgotten.

This issue of ACN is a call to ac-
tion. The needs of people who rely
on AAC are NOT being considerad
in the best of disaster preparedsess
plans. Amywhere! Fust call your lo-
cal emerpency preparedness agency.
Ask them, “Do you have a plan or
profocol for people whe are unable
to speak so others can understand

n. them? for people who rely

e on augmentative and
alternative commmmica-
tion (AAC)?" The right
answer is not “Huh?”
Then, go to the next
important step. Ask yoursalf, “ Do I
have a plan?™ “Do the people [ care
about have a plan™” Odds are that
you, like me, care about a substan-
tial number of people whe rely on
AAC.

No one likes to think about
CHEs. No one expects to be in-
valved in one, but everyone should
be prepared. Encourage yourself,
your family and others to prepare.
