1) Who is the student?
· What comes to mind when you think about the student?
· Strengths?

2) What is the individual’s history?
· What has occurred in the student’s life that everyone should know about?



3) What are the student’s gifts?
· Focus on positive and unique aspects of the child



4) What is your dream for the child?
· What do you want for the student? 


· What you think the student wants?



5) What is your nightmare for the child?
· Verbalize nightmares and fears in order to take an important step in becoming committed to making sure this nightmare does not occur




6) What are the student’s needs?
· Make a list and decide on top priorities 







7) What would an ideal day at school be like for the student?
· Outline a typical day for the children who do not have a disability



· What needs must to be met in order to truly achieve inclusion at school
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
